
The Environmental Media Association 
(EMA) was formed to encourage the 
entertainment industry to educate and 
inspire people about environmental issues 
and environmentally responsible behavior. 
The EMA held their 15th Annual EMA 
Awards celebration on October 19 at the 
Ebell Theatre in Hancock Park, California.

When the Association evaluates 
candidates for its annual EMA Awards 
program, it looks at more than messaging. 
“We rate programs on their environmental 
and educational value, and on how 
motivational they are,” says Patie Maloney, 
vice president, EMA. “However, we tell our 
judges that the message doesn’t matter if 
the production isn’t also entertaining.” 

Maloney articulates that good 
cinematography was a crucial factor for the 
productions that won awards at this year’s 
EMA Awards celebration. “A production can 
deliver a serious environmental message but 
if it’s not visually compelling, it won’t hold 
peoples’ interest nor make an emotional 
impact.” 

New categories

Two new categories were added to the 
2005 EMA Awards: reality program and 
daytime soap opera. The other categories 
included feature film, made for TV movie, 
television episodic comedy, television 
episodic drama, children’s TV program, 
feature-length documentaries, and 
documentaries under 45 minutes. Former 
U.S. Vice President Al Gore delivered the 
keynote address.

The EMA’s staff initially screened the 
productions. Subsequently, the resulting 
short list of nominees was sent to a panel 
of 100 judges, including entertainment 
professionals and environmentalists.

“Regardless of category, the winners all 
had one thing in common,” Maloney said. 
“To earn an EMA award, a production has to 
connect with people emotionally. That’s why 
good cinematography helped differentiate 
the winners from the runners-up in this 
year’s awards.” ■

Richard H. Kline, ASC will receive the American 
Society of Cinematographers (ASC) Lifetime 
Achievement Award at the 20th Annual ASC 

Outstanding Achievement Awards on February 26, 2006, at 
the Century Plaza Hotel in Los Angeles.

Kline has compiled more than 50 narrative film credits 
beginning in 1964 with the television series Mr. Novak. 
He earned Oscar nominations for Camelot in 1968 and for 
King Kong in 1977. His other memorable credits include 
The Andromeda Strain, Soylent Green, Battle for the 
Planet of the Apes, The Terminal Man, All of Me, 
Who’ll Stop the Rain, Star Trek: The Motion Picture, 

Breathless, and Body Heat.

“Richard Kline has made an 
indelible impression on the art 
of cinematography,” says Russ 
Alsobrook, ASC who chairs 
the organization’s awards 
committee. “He is an innovative 

artist who had the courage to 
explore and open new 

frontiers, and the talent 
to succeed in those 
endeavors.” ■
